THIS WRIT PETITION (CIVIL) HAVING COME UP FOR ADMISSION ON 10.09.2018, THE COURT ON
THE SAME DAY DELIVERED THE FOLLOWING:
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JUDGMENT

The petitioner Company has four permanent workers and wanted to have
them registered under Rule 26A of the Kerala Head Load Workers' Rules 1981.
Though it submitted the Exts.P2 and P6 applications long back, the Assistant
Labour Officer (ALO) of Aluva, the first respondent, has so far not considered
them. Therefore, the petitioner has filed this writ petition.

2. The petitioner's counsel has submitted that this Court may dispose of
the writ petition by holding that the ALO should consider the petitioner's
application immediately.

3. The Standing Counsel for the second respondent Board, on the other
hand, submits that the petitioner establishment is in a scheme covered area and
it is entitled to engage permanent headload workers. The Standing Counsel also
draws to the Court's attention one problem: whenever this Court directs the ALO
to consider an application, that direction is misconstrued as a direction to allow
the application. According to him, under those circumstances, the ALO has not

been consulting the Board.
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4, The Government Pleader, on her part, has submitted that the ALO
will consider the Exts.P3 to P6 applications expeditiously.

I, therefore, without adverting to the merits, dispose of the writ petition

holding that the ALO will consider the petitioners Exts.P3 to P6 applications

expeditiously, in six weeks (the agreed time), strictly complying with Rule 26A(2)

of the Rules. I abundantly clarify that the Court has not given any direction on

how the ALO should consider the applications. It is entirely for that authority to

adjudicate the issue on merits.
